The research article seeks to focus on the status of women from the coastal
districts of Odisha who have become migrants essentially because of
repeated floods and extreme climatic events. Fluctuating weather
conditions, the consequent depletion of agricultural work and availability of
other forms of employment in their place of origin are some reasons behind
the migration of these women. The study particularly looks at Bhubaneswar
where women, largely illiterate and landless, mostly belonging to Scheduled
Caste groups, have been able to find work on construction sites.
