Inequality in agricultural households in 20 major states is estimated and its 

factors analysed. In most states, farming and livestock contribute over half 

the total income. Income inequalities, irrespective of farm size, are large, 

though these have not widened much over time; major sources are non-farm 

income, land, and farm assets. The relationship between growth in 

household income and land size is positive; it does not augur well for the 

government’s professed objective of promoting inclusive development. To 

bridge income gaps, mechanisms need to be developed to ensure the 

viability of increasingly small and fragmented landholdings.
