Based on
district level data, urbanization and women work participation are seen to
have a negative association both in the rural and urban areas, although,
ideally speaking, urbanization is expected to raise work opportunities.
Owing to compulsions, women from poor households participate in the
labour market which may result in a positive relationship between poverty

and female work participation rate.
