ABSTRACT

Whether the burden of non-communicable diseases has shifted to older men
and women, and whether it varies by marital status and affluence of the
household has been examined.

The paper examines the existence of wage differentials and attempts
to enquire into the factors determining such differentials in the
manufacturing and service sectors of Haryana state. It highlights the
relative importance of worker-specific factors and firm-specific
factors in explaining wage differentials in the labour market using a
semi-logarithmic regression model. Worker-specific factors such as
education, work experience, gender and marital status explain

around half of the variation in the wage level of workers, whereas
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firm-specific factors such as nature, size, type and location of the
enterprise are able to explain only a small proportion of variation in
the wage level, ranging from 17% in the manufacturing sector to 12%

in the service sector.

ABSTRACT

Every year, millions of individuals from rural India migrate internally for
short periods in search of employment. Temporary migration of parents
can affect school attendance of children from these families. This study
uses data from National Sample Survey Organisation’s (NSSO) Situation
Assessment Survey 2013 to examine whether having a short-term migrant
member in the family affects school attendance of children aged 6-
10 years in rural India. An estimate from logit regression suggests that

controlling for individual and family characteristics, village, district
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controls and NSSO state-region fixed effects, being from a migrant family
reduces the probability that a child aged 6-10 years attends school by
15%.
