 Trends, Differentials and Determinants of Child Marriage 

in India : Evidences from Large-Scale Surveys,  Written

ABSTRACT 

Despite the law to prevent child marriage, the practice remains unabated in 

the country due to deep-rooted social and cultural norms. The cohort 

analysis of data from the National Family Health Surveys suggests that the 

prevalence of child marriage was around 58% during the decades of 1970s 

and 1980s, and it started declining, albeit at a slower pace, reached to 46% 

by 2000. The first decade of the 21st century witnessed faster decline with 

21% of the girls aged 18–23 years marrying below 18 years of age, as per the 

estimates for the most recent reference period. The assessments of the 

government’s conditional cash transfer scheme to enhance value of the girl 

child seem to have influenced the attitudes of the parents, rather eliminating 

child marriage.

ABSTRACT 

Though addressing the unmet need for contraception was one of the 

immediate objectives of India’s National Population Policy 2000, the 

available evidence shows that there has been stagnancy in the level of the 

unmet need for family planning for quite some time. Data from the fourth 
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round of the National Family Health Survey carried out during 2015–16 show 

that about 13% of couples of reproductive ages wanted to stop childbearing 

or delay the next birth but did not get the contraceptive services they 

desired to have.

 Kinship, Caste and Health : Illness and Treatment in

ABSTRACT 

This paper investigates whether an individual’s relationship to the head of 

household and caste are associated with the level of his or her morbidity 

and, in the event of illness, the treatment received. Surveys of 279 

households drawn from 30 villages in a region of upland Orissa were 

conducted in 2010 and 2013, yielding an unbalanced panel of 1578 

individuals, 1077 of whom were present in both years. Whether judged by 

morbidity as the final outcome or two measures of treatment in the event of 

sickness, there is no evidence that female kin fared worse than their male 

counterparts – except in the inherent difference arising from pregnancy.

ABSTRACT 

In this paper, we examine whether the earnings of sex workers in India are 

significantly different from those in domestic work, a trade that is also 

gendered in nature and can be done with similarly low levels of training and 

education. We analyse this using data collected during fieldwork in the 

cities of Kolkata and Delhi in India. Our results confirm that there is a 

significant difference in wages between the two groups of workers. We 

consider the extent to which the stigma attached to sex work contributes to 

the higher wages in this occupation relative to domestic work.

 Agrarian Transformation and Changing Labour Relations 

in Kalahandi, Odisha,  By – Ramya Ranjan Patel  &

ABSTRACT 

Examining the changes in production relations in one of the poorest rainfed 

belts in India, this study, based on field surveys in eight villages in 

Kalahandi and Nuapada districts of Odisha, unravels the complexities of the 

transition in agriculture. The introduction of irrigation has resulted in, an 

increase in yield, wage rates and labour-use per hectare. Comparison 

between the irrigated and the non-irrigated villages also suggest a drastic 

reduction in poverty and distress seasonal out-migration. The average 

household income in the irrigated villages turns out to be more than three 

times that of the rainfed villages. 
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
