(NLSS) and qualitative data collected through fieldwork in Nepal.

Segregation in Developing Countries,  Written by – Mary

ABSTRACT 

Occupational and sectoral segregation by gender is remarkably persistent 

and a major contributor to gender wage gaps. We investigate the 

determinants of aggregate occupational and sectoral segregation by gender in 

developing countries using a unique, household-survey-based aggregate 

cross-country database including sixty-nine countries between 1980 and 2011. 

Using two aggregate measures of segregation the study shows that 

occupational and sectoral segregation has increased over time in many 

countries. It finds that income levels have no impact on occupational or 

sectoral segregation; trade openness has little impact on sectoral segregation 

but increases occupational segregation.
