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the precarity of women’s employment associated with improved status.

The article will 

underscore the organically evolving nature of the strategies that women in Shaheen 

Bagh adopted, and highlight how the use of physical, digital, and figurative space 

became the hallmark of women’s organising in this protest. In light of continuing state 

intolerance and shrinking space for civil society, this article concludes with reflections 

on lessons that future feminist resistance and organising can draw from this analysis, to 

be able to strike back against this backlash.

The golden past of the feminist conference is eclipsed by the present cynicism around 

depoliticisation of feminism, ‘NGO-isation’ and the cooption of such spaces by the 

state, large INGOs and donor organisations. With inter-generational conflicts and 

identity-based mobilisation, the current moment in the Indian women’s movement has 

been termed by Indian scholars as one of a ‘feminist civil war’. In this article, I reflect on 

the elements that made past processes such as the National Conferences on 

Autonomous Women’s Movements in India an empowering experience for activists, 

and that created spaces where the movement could resolve – or at least make visible – 

its ‘sticky’ issues. I ask: what can we learn about feminist conferences as a driving force 

for feminist activism in the past for creating inclusive and safe spaces for dialogue in 

the future? Can they be the spaces where feminist dilemmas of the time can be 

resolved? Through examining archival materials and personal reflections in dialogue 

with theoretical discussions on new feminisms, autonomy, diversity and 

intersectionality, I argue that the feminist conference had a critical role to play in the 

personal journeys of activists in the Indian women’s movement, and in collectively 

resolving some of the tensions in the movement through practices such as 
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endorsement of co-written ‘resolutions’ and ‘declarations’ with purposefully diverse 

grassroots constituencies.

And to what extent is she 

supported by other surrogates, her family members and the social 

environment? Much has been written about the economic and social 

vulnerability of Indian surrogates. We would like to focus in particular on 

their emotional vulnerability. Following Rogers et al. (2012a), we ask what 

are the sources of these women‘s vulnerability? How do they handle it? Our 

observations are based on literature review, and empirical research, the 

latter conducted by the second author in a clinic in South India. To conclude 

we suggest that the regulation in the making on surrogacy needs to be 

context and individual sensitive in order to address this aspect of their 

vulnerability.

ABSTRACT 

Although significant strides have been made in improving maternal and 

child health outcomes following the millennium development goals, India's 

progress has been slow, as reflected by its relatively high maternal and 

child mortality rates. This calls for investigation into the quality of care 

(QOC) offered to women during pregnancy and childbirth. This study uses 

primary data to evaluate women's experience of the postnatal care they 

receive in order to understand maternal perceptions about QOC in 

Uttarakhand, India. Specifically, we try to measure women's satisfaction with 

postnatal care and construct a maternal satisfaction index. We also attempt 
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to understand the demographic, socio-economic and obstetric factors that 

affect them. Results show that a sufficient number of postnatal checks for 

both the mother and baby were done, while they felt the length of stay in 

health facilities had been adequate and they had adequate privacy during 

these processes. These emerged as the most important components of 

maternal satisfaction.

Jammu and Kashmir, where the child sex ratio (0–6 years) plummeted in the 

2011 census. We study two villages in the Hindu dominated district of 

Jammu and two in largely Buddhist Leh (in Ladakh) to understand how the 

gender preference for children is shaped in this culturally heterogeneous 

state. Our findings reiterate the importance of context in understanding sex 

ratio patterns and gender preferences for children, especially in the wake of 

declining fertility, which in some regions has led to intensified 

discrimination against girl children. We examine features such as the 

organization of kinship and marriage structures that entail diverse forms of 

post-marital residence, old-age support, workforce participation, household 

division of labor and political participation in the four villages. By engaging 

in detailed comparison, we propose that when underlying reasons for the 

devaluation of women in general, and daughters in particular, are absent (as 

in case of the Leh villages), the availability of sex-selective technologies 

does not have an adverse effect on demographic outcomes.

Using household panel data 

collected in rural Andhra Pradesh in 2004, 2006, and 2007, this article 

employs double difference methodology with an instrumental variables 

approach for impact evaluation. The estimation results show that, while SHG 

participation reduced domestic violence in the short-term, medium-term 

participation increased the frequency of domestic violence, particularly after 

women‟s credit access through SHG participation had improved. This article 

furthermore reveals that the impact of SHG participation on domestic 

violence was more pronounced among couples who married with dowry. 

Spouses who practiced dowry appear to be more susceptible to financial 

inflow through the wife.

Using a nationally 

representative dataset covering 35,604 rural Indian households in 2013, the 

study identifies whether women are taking on the role of farm managers in 

households with short-term migrants. Results show that women are less 

likely than men to be decision makers on farms. This dynamic changes 

when there is short-term migration in the household, with a greater 

probability of women being decision makers on farms. These results are 

robust to concerns over omitted variables, endogeneity, and sample 

selection issues. The study highlights the importance of unpacking the 

feminization process to better understand the role of women as farm 

managers and the need for supporting this transition to ensure that women 

farmers realize their full potential.

ABSTRACT 

This study uses individual-level wealth data to explore the gender 

dimensions of asset poverty among the principal adults in Ecuadorean 

households, the first such study in a developing country. The study departs 

from conventional practice by analyzing not only sole heads but also 

partnered men and women heads and show systematic differences by 

gender, marital status, and household type. Among both sole and partnered 

heads, women are more likely to be asset poor than men. Further, in 

contrast to developed countries, asset poverty rates are much higher among 

partnered men and women than among sole men and women heads, largely 

because of structural factors that put those in consensual unions at a 

disadvantage in accumulating assets. The gender gap, however, is much 

larger among sole heads. In Ecuador, the risk of asset poverty is mainly 

associated with low levels of education, type of employment, and not having 

received an inheritance.

ABSTRACT 

This article addresses the patterns of women’s engagement in wheat as decision-
makers and laborers in India. Qualitative research conducted twice in one village in 
Madhya Pradesh explored gender norms and agency changes over time. Quantitative 
research was carried out in the same village and 17 additional villages. Four questions 
are asked: (1) Is decision-making in wheat feminized? (2) Is labor in wheat feminized? 
(3) In what ways do interactions between caste and gender determine and limit the 
spaces within which women can act? (4) In what ways are women challenging their 
gender and caste identities to enhance their livelihoods by influencing their roles, 
responsibilities, and decision-making in wheat? The findings show that only a few 
women consider themselves “farmers” and participate actively in discussions around 
wheat. Over the last decade, women of all castes have been employed as laborers in 
wheat, driven by aspirations to improve their lives. Women also fund the wheat system 
through self-help groups. However, their participation in the labor force is threatened 
by agricultural mechanization. A strong, positive association was observed between 
women’s agency in crop production and their agency in household expenditures.

ABSTRACT 

Vulnerable landless women farmers face the dual challenge of small farm size and 
illegality of land tenancy. These smallholders face a lack of bargaining power in input 
and output markets and economic non-viability of technology adoption. We piloted a 
collective action model of organizing agriculture production work called “Small Farmers 
Large Field” with 35 landless tenant women farmers in Khanizpur village, Odisha. 
Within an embedded mixed method design, the study included the collection of both 
qualitative and quantitative data. In this QUAL + quan design, the qualitative dataset 
assumes the primary role. The results indicate that the per acre net income that 
represented a loss of INR 2,831 in the previous wet season changed to a positive profit 
of INR 15,065. Much of the increase in net income was due to the 60% increase in yield. 
Several factors including the use of good-quality seeds and adoption of improved 
practices contributed to such yield improvement. Apart from the monetary benefits, 
the collective action among farmers resulted in many non-monetary benefits such as 
improved knowledge on technology and production practices, stronger social network 
and civic engagement, and efficient use of water. In addition, farmers had a significant 
amount of time saving in different field operations.

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ABSTRACT 

In the eastern Himalayan region of Sikkim and Darjeeling, India, young women migrate 
from within and outside the area to work in the expanding retail and service sector. 
This sector demands very little from them in terms of education, technical skills or 
financial literacy; the emphasis being on their youth, and supposed socio-cultural and 
gendered attributes of docility, flexibility and manageability. Simultaneously, 
technological and infrastructural advancements combined with the influx of cheap 
fakes of international brands have made borderlands prominent sites of low-end 
globalization. The informal sector thrives on the back of this rapidly expanding market, 
the unceasing supply of cheap, flexible and docile labor and the invisibility of laboring 
bodies and their inherent precarity. However, the informal sector and the attributes 
that it seeks also create room to maneuver, and negotiate precarity. Focusing on this 
newly formed but rapidly growing precariat in the eastern Himalayan borderland, and

Rural-to-urban migration, particularly between states, towards megacities continues to 

contribute to their overall growth, although the trajectory of migration is shifting 

towards smaller cities. Based on analysing the census figures from 2001 to 2011 and the 

National Sample Survey Office data, this paper notes that interstate and combined 

migration figures may be rural-to-urban, but that characteristic is changing. Intra-state 

migration to the megacities has emerged as an urban-to-urban trend. Delhi is the most 

preferred megacity for migration from other states. Employment continues to be the 

single largest reason for interstate migration, but it is declining. Whereas reasons other 

than employment motivate people for intra-state migration.

 Abysmal Wage Rates for MGNREGA in FY 2022–23,

ABSTRACT 

The wage rates of the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act 

(MGNREGA) workers for financial year 2022–23 were notified on 28 March 2022. The 

notification of the wage rate has been extremely arbitrary, with only three days 

remaining for the beginning of the next financial year. Such a delay prevents any 
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discussion or debate regarding the wage rates or their adequacy. This is a continuation 

of the government’s assault on MGNREGA workers’ rights. The hike ranges from a 

meagre `4 to utmost `21 for various states and union territories. And workers of three 

states (Manipur, Mizoram, and Tripura) will have to be content with no hike at all. The 

average increase in the MGNREGA wage rates across the country is a measly 4.25%. 

Whereas, central government employees and pensioners get a dearness allowance of 

31%, costing `9,544.5 crore to the exchequer each year. While the government revises 

the dearness allowance twice a year and pays thousands of crores for it, it 

systematically ignores MGNREGA workers.

ABSTRACT 

The outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic brought the institution of family and intra-

household interactions during the lockdowns into focus. Apart from speculative essays 

and social media content, there is a dearth of empirical data on the interactions within 

families globally. To understand the impact of the stay-at-home diktat, this paper 

examined survey data (N = 388) on these broad domains: intra-household interactions, 

including interpersonal communication, work from home, leisure time, use of digital 

media, and overall subjective well-being. Our findings reveal increased food 

consumption and relationship-centred conversations among the sample households, 

followed by an increase in women’s responsibilities in the context of work from home. 

Elderly respondents, as compared to youth, and those from multigenerational 

households reported better well-being.

 Covid-19: experiences of teaching-mothers in Pakistan,

ABSTRACT 

Disasters are experienced by, and responded to, differently based on the 

gender of those experiencing these. The responsibilities of women, 

particularly mothers, are amplified during times of pressure. This study 

investigated the experiences of teaching-mothers in Pakistan during the 

Covid-19 pandemic to understand the challenges they faced as 

professionals and as mothers. The data were collected through in-depth 

interviews of 24 teaching-mothers. The study participants were identified 

through the snowball sampling technique. The data were collected until the 

point of data saturation and analysed through. The analysis indicates that 

teaching-mothers in Pakistan faced issues in terms of maintaining their 

work-life balance, managing space and resources for online teaching, and 

learning a new set of skills in order to teach online. These multiple 

challenges affected their mental health. The findings indicate a sharp 

division of gendered roles in Pakistan and their negative impact on the 

mental health of women during Covid-19. The study suggests devising 

organizational policies to support teaching-mothers generally and especially 

during crises.

social service organizations, Written by - Einat Lavee &

ABSTRACT 

Studies demonstrate that the convergence of neoliberalism and New Public 

Management imperatives creates conditions wherein social service providers 

undertake various types of unpaid work, reemphasizing the role of gender in service 

provision. Drawing on these arguments, this study explores the process through which 

unpaid practices restructure gender in social service organizations, using the concept of 

“invisible work.” Applying the institutional ethnography method of inquiry, we 

examine experiences of social service workers in the Israeli public sector and 

operationalize unpaid work as informal personal resources that workers provide to 

clients. Analysis of 185 in-depth interviews revealed three main discursive frames 

workers use to justify provision of personal resources. Through these frames, informal 

practices become invisible as work in multiple layers—to the self, the organization, and 

the society. Similar to invisible work in the household, its invisibility in the workplace 

constitutes a main force in the reproduction of gendered social service organizations.

ABSTRACT 

Migration is broadly interpreted to mean the movement of people for accessing better 

life prospects. However, when we deconstruct this phenomenon of ‘movement of 

people’ to the ‘movement of single women’ this brings forth intricacies of gender 

equations which further problematises migration outcomes, when women struggle to 

navigate their space and negotiate with the gendered challenges of a new city. 

Nevertheless, it is this nature of migration which can be explored to evaluate the 

empowerment of women. In this context, the article argues that when women choose 

to migrate as independent individuals for accessing education and employment, they 

experience empowerment which is manifested in their exercise of choice, autonomy 

and freedom in a new city.

The division of 

labour in a factory interacts with caste hierarchy in society, where a dalit working body, 

physicality and social positions play an important role within the production process, 

under the control of capital. The environmental politics against pollution can create an 

industrial and social environment within which polluting industries and ‘impurity’ of 

dalit labourers’ bodies become synonymous with each other. Based on the analytic 

frameworks of Marx and B.R. Ambedkar and an extensive field study of an industrial 

area in Delhi, the article narrates how dalit labourers in stainless steel utensil factories 

move in and out of the industrial ecosystem and how they contest the repressive 

nature of their work and environment.

The making of the enlightenment in the age of imperial expansion through 

the analytical frame of knowledge and pedagogies were subjects of debate 

in nineteenth-century India, and continue to remain so. There was a set of 

complicated political, social and psychological process involved in colonial 

schooling in India as a public site to frame native subjectivities. This has 

resulted in a unique formulation of racial-civilisational location of Indian 

subjectivity, with its alternate configuration of power. The article seeks to 

emphasise the disparate discourses on the prevalent education system, and 

the reaction of Bengali intellectuals towards „modern‟ Western pedagogy in 

nineteenth-century Bengal.

transition. As a subject of experimental formulations of ideas and system, 

the native learner was at the centre of a cultural tussle that got torn between 

Western impositions and nationalistic sentiments.

ABSTRACT 

This paper presents a gendered analysis of remittance behaviour in 

households that depend on overseas earnings. Applying the 

conceptualisation of gender as „doing‟ and „performativity‟ to migrant 

communities in Bangladesh, it discovers the functioning of various subject 

positions adopted by men and women as remitters, receivers, providers and 

managers. While these fluid subjectivities face opposition from the 

prevailing gender norms, which see men as the providers and women as the 

carers of the household, the paper depicts the multiple ways in which men 

and women conform to and negotiate with these norms and thus normalise 

their position. It offers fresh insights into the linkages between remittance 

practices and gender beyond essentialist claims of dependency, 

empowerment and development.

 Low income and mobility: evidence from a migration 

choice model applied to India, Written by -  Seema

ABSTRACT 

This paper sets out to investigate the effect of levels of income and 
ownership of assets on domestic migration. The inverted U theory points 
out that at low levels of incomes and wealth, households may not be able to 
afford the cost of migration, and hence, are left behind, leading to 
geographical poverty traps. This idea is tested using a household level 
migration choice model that attempts to explain outward migration by levels 
of income/wealth and other factors, including local amenities and social 
background. The inverted U theory breaks down at very low levels of income 
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– there is a relatively higher probability of outward migration by households 
belongs to absolutely the lowest deciles of income. However, wealth, or lack 
thereof, does not have a similar effect on migration in this context.

 Analyzing determinants of remittances with endogenous 

migration decision: evidence from India, Written by – 

Navita & Rama Pal 

ABSTRACT 

The paper investigates the determinants of remittances received by Indian 
households after considering the number of migrants as endogenous in the 
remittance decision. For this purpose, the paper uses the two rounds of 
India Human Development Survey conducted in the year 2004–2005 and 
2011–2012. To account for the endogeneity of the number of migrants, the 
paper estimates the Two-Stage Residual Inclusion model. Here, initially the 
number of migrants are modelled using the negative binomial regression 
and then the residuals from this regression along with the original 
explanatory variables are included in the second-stage regression for the 
remittances. The results show that the number of migrants is endogenous 
and positively affects the total remittances received by the urban 
households. However, for rural households, there is no relation between the 
number of migrants and remittances. The findings also indicate the 
presence of altruism behind remittances for both rural and urban 
households. Along with this, some evidence of inheritance and insurance 
motives is also observed for rural and urban households, respectively.

issues in coastal areas of Bangladesh, Written by -  Md.

ABSTRACT 

Climate change impact is one of the major burning issues all over the world 

where Bangladesh is one of the most affected areas. The aim of this study 

was to understand the climate-induced migration-related issues in the 

coastal areas of Chittagong. A total of 120 individual surveys and six key 

informant interviews were done in six unions of Banshkhali Upazila in 

Chittagong district. The result showed that agriculture and fishing practices 

are reducing compared to the past and people are more interested in 

migrating abroad. Among the six villages, the highest percentage of 
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migration was found to be from the areas closer to the coast compared to 

others. Despite less awareness on climate change terms, most of the 

respondents have positively replied to the changes in the frequencies of 

climatic hazards. Several forms of driver, e.g. environmental, social and 

political are also discussed.

This study measures inequality of opportunity in earnings of different types of workers 

living in urban locations by using methodology similar to those developed in Ferreira 

and Gignoux (Review of Income and Wealth 57: 622–657, 2011) with household-level 

data taken from Periodic the Labour Force Surveys. In calculating the index of unequal 

opportunity, we use ex ante concept of equal opportunity, and gender, social status 

and parent’s education as circumstance variables. Shapley decomposition is performed 

to find out the relative roles of the circumstance variables in unequal opportunity in 

earnings. This empirical exercise reveals that a substantial part (nearly one-fourth) of 

total earning inequality is accounted for by inequality of opportunity in urban India. 

Parental education plays a significant role in contributing to unequal opportunity for 

regular salaried and self-employed workers, and gender difference is very much 

important in explaining unequal earning opportunity for casual wage workers.

Some 

scholars identify this trend of women appearing both “more modern” and “more 

religious” as paradoxical. On the basis of 114 in-depth interviews with Bangladeshi 

migrant workers (n = 57) in Saudi Arabia, Qatar, Singapore, and South Korea and their 

wives (n = 57) in rural Bangladesh, I claim that Muslim women in middle-class Bengali 

families who veil are cultivating symbolic boundaries guided by an accountability 

structure of middle-class religiosity and gender conservatism. The increasing tendency 

of middle-class Muslim women to appear both “more modern” and “more religious” 

can be explained by examining the role that veiling plays in signaling class status 

through conspicuous consumption, moral superiority, and respectable femininity, 

differentiating them from lower class women. I conclude that “doing gender” through 

veiling must be understood as also “doing middle-class difference” in Bengali Muslim 

families in rural Bangladesh.

ABSTRACT 

This study examines the inclusiveness of poverty reduction among the newly formed 

states of undivided Andhra Pradesh by looking into the poverty among the different 

socio-religious groups both in the rural and urban regions during the 2000’s. The major 

proposition that has highlighted in this study: which socio-religious groups are more 
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poverty ridden in the undivided Andhra Pradesh and its bifurcated states (Andhra 

Pradesh and Telangana)? The National Sample Survey Organisation unit level data (61st 

and 68th rounds) on Consumption Expenditure Survey have been used for the analysis. 

The result reveals that Telangana is having lower poverty level than Andhra Pradesh 

and records a faster reduction in poverty during 2004–2005 to 2011–2012. Andhra 

Pradesh constitutes around 70% of the total poor of the undivided Andhra Pradesh. 

This study found that most of the Scheduled Tribes, Scheduled Castes among the social 

groups and Muslims among the religious groups are more vulnerable and having higher 

head count ratio than the state average. Although several welfare programmes and 

schemes have already been implemented to eradicate poverty and inequality, still it is 

not effective in the ground level.

ABSTRACT 

In the eastern Himalayan region of Sikkim and Darjeeling, India, young women migrate 

from within and outside the area to work in the expanding retail and service sector. This 

sector demands very little from them in terms of education, technical skills or financial 

literacy; the emphasis being on their youth, and supposed socio-cultural and gendered 

attributes of docility, flexibility and manageability. Simultaneously, technological and 

infrastructural advancements combined with the influx of cheap fakes of international 

brands have made borderlands prominent sites of low-end globalization. The informal 

sector thrives on the back of this rapidly expanding market, the unceasing supply of cheap, 

flexible and docile labor and the invisibility of laboring bodies and their inherent precarity. 

However, the informal sector and the attributes that it seeks also create room to 

maneuver, and negotiate precarity. Focusing on this newly formed but rapidly growing 

precariat in the eastern Himalayan borderland, and using qualitative data, this paper 

illustrates (a) how capitalism, through consumption, can create precarious lives and 

livelihoods (b) the emerging contradictions (empowerment, exploitation) in social and 

gendered relations as a result of informal employment and (c) the transformation of 

borderlands into new sites of low-end globalization.

 Empowering women farmers through collective action: a 

case study of Khanizpur Hamlet, Odisha,  Written by -

ABSTRACT 

Vulnerable landless women farmers face the dual challenge of small farm size and illegality 

of land tenancy. These smallholders face a lack of bargaining power in input and output 

markets and economic non-viability of technology adoption. We piloted a collective action 

model of organizing agriculture production work called “Small Farmers Large Field” with 35 

landless tenant women farmers in Khanizpur village, Odisha. Within an embedded mixed 

method design, the study included the collection of both qualitative and quantitative data. 

In this QUAL + quan design, the qualitative dataset assumes the primary role. The results 

indicate that the per acre net income that represented a loss of INR 2,831 in the previous 

wet season changed to a positive profit of INR 15,065. Much of the increase in net income 

was due to the 60% increase in yield. Several factors including the use of good-quality 

seeds and adoption of improved practices contributed to such yield improvement. Apart 

from the monetary benefits, the collective action among farmers resulted in many non-

monetary benefits such as improved knowledge on technology and production practices, 

stronger social network and civic engagement, and efficient use of water. In addition, 

farmers had a significant amount of time saving in different field operations.

ABSTRACT 

This article addresses the patterns of women‘s engagement in wheat as 

decision-makers and laborers in India. Qualitative research conducted twice in 

one village in Madhya Pradesh explored gender norms and agency changes 

over time. Quantitative research was carried out in the same village and 17 

additional villages. Four questions are asked: (1) Is decision-making in wheat 

feminized? (2) Is labor in wheat feminized? (3) In what ways do interactions 

between caste and gender determine and limit the spaces within which women 

can act? (4) In what ways are women challenging their gender and caste 

identities to enhance their livelihoods by influencing their roles, 
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responsibilities, and decision-making in wheat? The findings show that only a 

few women consider themselves ―farmers‖ and participate actively in 

discussions around wheat. Over the last decade, women of all castes have been 

employed as laborers in wheat, driven by aspirations to improve their lives. 

Women also fund the wheat system through self-help groups.

ABSTRACT 

One of the major policy concerns in recent years has been decline in the number of women 

workers in the Indian labour market. The ‘education’ and ‘income’ effect hypotheses for 

such decline are generally advocated. Such analyses, however, are limited in their focus. 
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This study attempts to fill up this gap by exclusively focusing on rural women. Using the 

National Sample Survey Organisation (NSSO) data for the years 2004–2005 and 2011–2012 

and Periodic Labour Force Survey data for the year 2017–2018, it observes a widespread 

decline in rural women’s work participation rates (WPRs) across their different social 

groups, income strata and states in the country albeit at a significantly varying rate. While 

the major decline in women WPRs in the age-group, 15–24 years has been in favour of 

education, it has been largely in favour of ‘domestic works’ in the other age-groups. The 

major decline in women workforce is observed in case of those as not-literates, ‘unpaid 

family labour’ in agriculture and ‘casual wage labour’ both in farm and non-farm sectors. 

This is largely due to contraction in self-employment and casual wage works both in farm 

and non-farm sectors, more so during recent period.

ABSTRACT 

The unorganised manufacturing industries play a vital role in the process of industrial 

development of the Indian economy. Informal firms are relatively less productive than 

formal firms, because a majority of the firms are technically inefficient, producing far below 

the actual attainable level of production. This article examines differences in efficiency and 

output between formal and informal production firms across India’s manufacturing 

industries. The key novelty in this article is in studying both the formal and informal sectors 

simultaneously by applying the technique of Oaxaca–Blinder decomposition to determine 

efficiency differences across the sectors. The results suggest that capital is a positive and 

the most significant determinant of the output of efficient industries. Output gaps can be 

explained by coefficient, endowment and interaction aspects of capital and capital 

productivity, while efficiency differences are explained by coefficient and interaction 

characteristics of emoluments and capital productivity.

The author also attempts to showcase the role of women’s labour in 

the journey of the state-building endeavours of three countries, namely India, Pakistan, 

and Bangladesh. However, she explains a methodological dilemma of postcolonial studies 

where, despite the centrality of women’s labour in the anti-colonial protest and 
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postcolonial state building, there is a conspicuous silence about the role of women in this 

framework.

We find that more than one-fourth of the women in India who have 

experienced spousal bodily violence say that they never felt insulted by the action of their 

husbands. We hypothesise that this absence of the feeling of insult despite facing physical 

violence indicates the presence of symbolic violence. This form of violence manifests 

through symbolic channels and cannot take place without the complicity of the victim. 

Feminist writing in India has argued that gender needs to be considered at its intersection 

with class and caste to understand how the control of female sexuality relates to the 

organisation of production, sanctioned and legitimised by ideologies. We run instrumental 

variable probit regression of the likelihood of having felt insulted on the woman’s 
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economic class and social group affiliation.

ABSTRACT 

The Karnataka Multisectoral Nutrition Pilot Project, led by the Karnataka Comprehensive 

Nutrition Mission was implemented in Devadurga Block, Raichur District and Chincholi 

Block, Gulbarga District, two most backward blocks, between 2015 and 2018. Interventions 

were inter-sectoral and inter- generational and addressed root causes of malnutrition. This 

article analyses real-time data that emerged from the project regarding underweight, 

stunting and wasting among 8606 children in the cross-sectional group and 699 children in 

the cohort group aged 6 months to 3 years. Data indicate that percentage of “normal 

children”—not underweight, wasted or stunted—increased by 9% points from baseline to 

end line; underweight reduced by half and wasting by almost two-thirds. Stunting 

increased by 1% point, with previously wasted and underweight children transitioning into 

stunting, while around one-third baseline stunted children became non-stunted.

ABSTRACT 

During the COVID-19 pandemic, Indian mothers, a vulnerable group have not received 

adequate attention with respect to their challenges and mothering experiences. This study 

utilizes a feminist theoretical framework to explore the lived experiences of a cohort of 

urban Indian mothers of children aged 10 years and below in the context of COVID-19. 

Through the qualitative research method of in-depth unstructured interviews, the study 

identified the following overarching themes: Challenges in mothering, Inequality of gender 
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norms, Support and Self-compassion, Self-care and Gratitude in the context of lived 

experiences of mothering during the pandemic in India. The findings bolster the need to 

create systemic changes for enforcing stronger policies around gender equality and to 

recognize unpaid care and domestic work as well as build a more equitable society for 

women. These results also have a bearing on investigations into the long-term effects of 

COVID-19 on maternal mental health.

ABSTRACT 

The COVID-19 pandemic has resulted in psychological sequelae in different populations, 

especially female victims of intimate partner violence (IPV) who are pregnant. Nonetheless, 

little is known about how IPV events and pregnancy are related to mental health outcomes 

for pregnant women during the pandemic, when this research took place. 155 pregnant 

women (82 primigravidas and 73 multigravidas women) were assessed using 

questionnaires for mental health status and IPV events. The results showed that 

primigravida women were less likely to experience intimate partner violence than 

multigravida women. Further, first time pregnancy was not related to symptoms of 

psychopathology nor perceived stress, even after controlling for the potential effect of IPV. 

In contrast, IPV was related to all measures of psychopathology, except for pregnancy-

specific stress. The results provide information about the relationship of IPV, pregnancy 

and psychopathology during the COVID-19 pandemic.

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Sri Lanka has a history of successfully managing communicable diseases by utilising its 

extensive public healthcare network of community clinics and public hospitals. This article 

makes use of Job Demands-Resources theory (JD-R) to examine the impact of COVID-19 on 

nurses’ working conditions in public and private hospitals in Sri Lanka. Prior to the COVID-

19 pandemic, nurses’ job demands on public hospital wards included long working hours, 

limited workplace autonomy, minimal medical resources and high workloads caused by 

understaffing. Private hospital nurses experienced pressure from patients and their 

families to provide them with discounts on medical bills. Nurses allocated to work on 

COVID-19 wards experienced additional physical job demands from wearing personal 

protective equipment (PPE) for lengthy periods on hospital wards in a humid climate. 

Nurses on COVID-19 wards also experienced increased anxiety that they could transmit the 

disease to family members.

Systematic social closure and 

institutional bias not only ensured the exclusion of fisherwomen from accessing and 

utilising the new productive technology and related resources in Naraj but also reinforced 

the traditional male domination in the fishery sector.

ABSTRACT 

Crowdfunding has seen a steep growth in the past decade. The basic principle of 

crowdfunding is fundraising from a large crowd. The political activities of a party or a 

candidate often require funds that are difficult to secure. In the 2008 campaign, Barak 

Obama raised around $500 million through crowdfunding. This study aims to examine the 

role of gender (through political interest, political efficacy, political awareness, and political 

party affiliation) in shaping the intention of people to participate in political crowdfunding 

(PCF) while measuring their level of political engagement. The study collected data from 

374 respondents from India, the most populous democracy in the world. The results 

suggest that political interest and political awareness have a positive relationship with PCF 
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participation. The study further reveals that the relationship is stronger in the case of 

women than in the case of men on these two parameters. The study also suggests that 

education can help promote women’s online political participation through crowdfunding. 

The study will be helpful for political parties/candidates and crowdfunding platforms to 

understand the factors that can boost fundraising campaigns through crowdfunding.

ABSTRACT 

This paper is on transnational migration with a focus on Punjab in North India. This 

essentially being a male-dominated phenomenon, I examine the impact of migration on 

the empowerment of women in “left-behind” families. The three dimensions of 

empowerment highlighted here are resources, agency, and achievement. Data was 

collected via interviews and case studies of five left behind women and a survey of 48 
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Punjabi households where the men had migrated to the Middle East. The respondents 

were classified into three age groups: 20–35 years, 35–45 years and 45+. These offered 

comparison to understand problems related to remittances and women's empowerment. 

The research revealed how migration by men affected their left behind spouses. Some of 

them faced several hurdles and remained constrained by social and familial norms of 

patriarchy, while others found opportunities to resist such constraints.

ABSTRACT 

This paper attempts to document the changing attitude of sections of bhadralok in colonial 

Bengal towards middle-class women’s paid work. From the 1920s onwards, a number of 

journal editors and contributors, overcoming their earlier inhibitions, began to propagate 

middle-class women’s/widows’ economic independence. However, the nature and limits of 

the proposed economic independence of the new icon, the earning bhadramahila, were 

clearly defined by the new discourse on women and work. The same journals publicised a 

range of other issues including anxieties about the “declining number” as well as the 

“declining fortune” of Bengali Hindus.

ABSTRACT 

This paper attempts to analyse the factors which affect Indian working age women’s 

continuous withdrawal from the labourforce. The main objective deals with two specific 

questions: probing the empirical validity of the U-hypothesis and exploring whether supply 

side factors could sufficiently explain the falling FLFPR in India, especially in its rural 

sectors. Through a review of available empirical literature, factors like social constraints, 

upward mobility among lower castes and household burden have been identified as some 

of the major determinants. Using three rounds of NSSO data namely 50th round (1993–94), 
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61st round (2004–05), 68th round (2011–12) of Employment and Unemployment Surveys 

and the PLFS (2017–18) data, our analysis (across factors) have shown the existence of U-

shaped relationship between FLFPR and education, however it shifts downwards with time. 

The relationship between FLFPR and MPCE deciles is not U-shaped but negative. Women 

from higher income class are more likely of being graduates thus increasing their 

probability of joining the labour force; even then a lower labour force participation of 

women in the upper deciles show the dominance of Income effect over education. It is 

significant that FLFPR declines with time irrespective of income and education. This 

indicates existence of factors other than supply side for explaining the problem of falling 

FLFPR. Particularly, one needs to focus on demand side problems and social-institutional 

factors inhibiting women from joining the labour force.

In calculating the index of unequal 

opportunity, we use ex ante concept of equal opportunity, and gender, social status and 

parent’s education as circumstance variables. Shapley decomposition is performed to find 

out the relative roles of the circumstance variables in unequal opportunity in earnings. This 

empirical exercise reveals that a substantial part (nearly one-fourth) of total earning 

inequality is accounted for by inequality of opportunity in urban India. Parental education 

plays a significant role in contributing to unequal opportunity for regular salaried and self-

employed workers, and gender difference is very much important in explaining unequal 

earning opportunity for casual wage workers.

While industrialisation is 

seen to encourage migration, the three-equation-recursive model estimated in our study 

clearly brings out the positive role of the services sector in explaining the variations in the 

migration rate and the urban per capita consumption expenditure (a proxy for earnings), 

which in turn reduces urban poverty significantly. The popular belief is that migration 

transfers rural poverty into the urban domain, polluting the quality of city life. But our 

results bring out the positive role that migration plays in reducing poverty. This is indeed 

an important and cost-effective mechanism compared to the direct cash-transfer and 

employment guarantee programmes adopted in the rural context. At the heart of this 

entire dynamics, there lies, however, the crucial role that the services sector plays in 
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encouraging migration and reducing poverty.

ABSTRACT 

One of the major policy concerns in recent years has been decline in the number of women 

workers in the Indian labour market. The ‘education’ and ‘income’ effect hypotheses for 

such decline are generally advocated. Such analyses, however, are limited in their focus. 

This study attempts to fill up this gap by exclusively focusing on rural women. Using the 

National Sample Survey Organisation (NSSO) data for the years 2004–2005 and 2011–2012 

and Periodic Labour Force Survey data for the year 2017–2018, it observes a widespread 

decline in rural women’s work participation rates (WPRs) across their different social 

groups, income strata and states in the country albeit at a significantly varying rate. While 

the major decline in women WPRs in the age-group, 15–24 years has been in favour of 

education, it has been largely in favour of ‘domestic works’ in the other age-groups. The 

major decline in women workforce is observed in case of those as not-literates, ‘unpaid 

family labour’ in agriculture and ‘casual wage labour’ both in farm and non-farm sectors. 

This is largely due to contraction in self-employment and casual wage works both in farm 

and non-farm sectors, more so during recent period.

ABSTRACT 

The unorganised manufacturing industries play a vital role in the process of industrial 

development of the Indian economy. Informal firms are relatively less productive than 

formal firms, because a majority of the firms are technically inefficient, producing far below 

the actual attainable level of production. This article examines differences in efficiency and 
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output between formal and informal production firms across India’s manufacturing 

industries. The key novelty in this article is in studying both the formal and informal sectors 

simultaneously by applying the technique of Oaxaca–Blinder decomposition to determine 

efficiency differences across the sectors. The results suggest that capital is a positive and 

the most significant determinant of the output of efficient industries. Output gaps can be 

explained by coefficient, endowment and interaction aspects of capital and capital 

productivity, while efficiency differences are explained by coefficient and interaction 

characteristics of emoluments and capital productivity. The results of density plots show 

that informal firms are no longer functioning as a pool of surplus labour in the context of 

Indian manufacturing industries during these years. The results dispel the notion that the 

informal sector is a poor performer in terms of total output compared to the formal sector. 

Also, capital and capital productivity are less in informal manufacturing industries than in 

the formal sector.

In this study of microfinance institutions (MFIs) and their participants, we show how 

certain innovations made by MFIs during the COVID-19 pandemic enable further 

consolidation of NGOs in Bangladeshi society. The study is based on interviews conducted 

in 2020 with key personnel from three major NGOs in Bangladesh: Grameen, Sajida 

Foundation, and Brac (which is also the largest NGO in the world), as well as 20 interviews 

conducted in 2018 (before the pandemic) with microcredit recipients who use financial 

services.

ABSTRACT 

As the world is urbanising fast, a growing body of literature highlights malnutrition as an 

imminent urban challenge, further compounded by the outbreak of COVID-19. The 

nutrition policy discourse, however, is yet to accommodate this shift. In fact, it continues to 

exhibit a rural bias. This itself has partly been reinforced by the absence of authoritative 

evidence on urban malnutrition. Based on preliminary analysis of Indian data, this paper 

examines whether there is urbanisation of child malnutrition. The paper finds that urban 

India is witnessing a decline in nutrition advantage. While for less urbanised states, urban 

child stunting is relatively higher, in more urbanised states, urban child wasting is a 

challenge. Given that wasting is an indicator of acute malnutrition, it is partly attributable 

to lack of adequate food. Though it might be early to connect this to a looming hunger 

crisis, growing child wasting questions the claims of food security in urban India. Seeing this 

further in context of implications of COVID-19 provides a potential basis for broadening of 

the nutrition policy agenda.

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It shows that a developmental strategy based on fostering women’s self-employment is 

constrained, on the one hand, by the macroeconomic conditions driving aggregate demand 

and, on the other, by the trade-off between the time allocation between unpaid care and 

paid work that the gendered division of care work responsibilities imposes on the self-

employed woman worker. The promotion of self-employment cannot serve as a viable 

development strategy without policies that directly boost aggregate demand and at the 

same time relieve the burden of care responsibilities on women through public investment 

and social provision of care.

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ABSTRACT 

The aim of this study is to develop a feminist Post-Keynesian/Post-Kaleckian model to 

theoretically analyze the effects of labor market and fiscal policies on growth and 

employment. The study develops a three-sector gendered macroeconomic model with 

physical and social sectors (health, social care, education, childcare) in the public and 

private market economy, and an unpaid reproductive sector providing domestic care. It 

provides a theoretical analysis of the effects on GDP, productivity, and employment of men 

and women in both the short and long run, as a consequence of (1) fiscal policies, in 

particular public spending on social infrastructure, and (2) decreasing gender wage gaps, 

particularly within the social sector dominated by women. This theoretical analysis 

provides a basis to further analyze the impacts of an upward convergence in wages, other 

types of fiscal spending, and taxes.

The 

increasing use of the ECP as a hormonal birth control method by women has not only 

bothered medical institutions due to its short-term and possible long-term side-effects, but 

some social and religious groups have also demanded an outright ban on its sale. This 

paper is based first on the limited public discussion on the ECP, which has focused on 

morality; and second, on my semi-structured interviews with women that illustrate the 

gendered contexts within which they have exercised choice regarding its use. Feminist 

scholarship on heterosexuality demonstrates that the social context of gendered power 

relations affects contraceptive choices and negotiations between partners.

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 Respatialising the Digitised and Globalised Sex Industry,

ABSTRACT 

There is a consensus that sex work and the sex industry have been globalised owing to 

factors such as the development of sex tourism, neo-liberal economic policies and the 

influence of the sexual revolution. This paper attempts to pose the question: How have 

digitisation and globalisation altered the spatiality of sex work and the sex industry? I use 

Saskia Sassen’s framework provided in "The City: Localizations of the Global" in this 

attempt to propose a new lens for understanding the spatial changes that sex work has 

undergone. The notion of the globalised sex industry’s spatiality needs to be 

reconfigured—spatiality of sex work can no longer be seen as purely physical as there is an 

imbrication of the digital in the non-digital. The globalised sex industry is a local 

environment placed in a global network, whose notions of centrality have changed as well 

with changes in the spatiality of the functional and locational centrality of the red-light 

districts. This diffusion of centrality has manifested itself at the level of the world system as 

well via the formation of “third-world” business centres.

ABSTRACT 

This article explores how 15 women members in the nearly all-male constitution-making 

process contributed to crafting of sex equality in India’s Constitution. Women members, 

opposed to positive discrimination and having faith in personal merit and ability to 

overcome odds, asserted their voice in India’s Constituent Assembly to redress women’s 

subordination caused by socio-religious androcentric practices, customs and laws. But the 

outcomes depended upon the religio-masculine complex which never permitted the issue 

of gender inequalities to take centrestage in the constitution-making process. However, for 

women members, as evident from this enquiry, the mere removal of sex as a constraint 

upon them was of paramount importance as merit, ability and competence could further 

help them achieve progress and equalisation. Second, what appears is that in the women's 

imagination, the guarantee of equality being crafted included an eradication of historical 

gender inequalities.

ABSTRACT 

During the COVID-19 pandemic, Indian mothers, a vulnerable group have not received 

adequate attention with respect to their challenges and mothering experiences. This study 

utilizes a feminist theoretical framework to explore the lived experiences of a cohort of 

urban Indian mothers of children aged 10 years and below in the context of COVID-19. 

Through the qualitative research method of in-depth unstructured interviews, the study 

identified the following overarching themes: Challenges in mothering, Inequality of gender 

norms, Support and Self-compassion, Self-care and Gratitude in the context of lived 

experiences of mothering during the pandemic in India. The findings bolster the need to 

create systemic changes for enforcing stronger policies around gender equality and to 

recognize unpaid care and domestic work as well as build a more equitable society for 

women. These results also have a bearing on investigations into the long-term effects of 

COVID-19 on maternal mental health.

 Does gender have any effect on political crowdfunding? An 

empirical analysis from India,  Written by - Hasnan Baber 

ABSTRACT 

Crowdfunding has seen a steep growth in the past decade. The basic principle of 

crowdfunding is fundraising from a large crowd. The political activities of a party or a 

candidate often require funds that are difficult to secure. In the 2008 campaign, Barak 

Obama raised around $500 million through crowdfunding. This study aims to examine the 
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role of gender (through political interest, political efficacy, political awareness, and political 

party affiliation) in shaping the intention of people to participate in political crowdfunding 

(PCF) while measuring their level of political engagement. The study collected data from 

374 respondents from India, the most populous democracy in the world. The results 

suggest that political interest and political awareness have a positive relationship with PCF 

participation. The study further reveals that the relationship is stronger in the case of 

women than in the case of men on these two parameters. The study also suggests that 

education can help promote women’s online political participation through crowdfunding. 

The study will be helpful for political parties/candidates and crowdfunding platforms to 

understand the factors that can boost fundraising campaigns through crowdfunding.

This paper is based on a larger doctoral study about Critical Sexuality Education with 

children in Delhi, India. It puts forth alternate research and pedagogic interventions, 

inspired by the ‘real’ world, to engage children on ideas about sexuality beyond the 

biological. After presenting a brief overview of political debates and state programmes 

about sex/uality education in recent years in India, I go on to detail two examples of 

Participatory Research with girls at a Shelter Home for street children. These involve spatial 

mapping of their neighbourhood and interviewing a woman E-rickshaw driver. The 

children-researchers collaborated with the researcher-facilitator to pose questions about 

gender, violence, equity, access, social justice and so on, vis-à-vis their own lived 

experiences and social realities.

By using the latest two rounds of NSSO employment and unemployment data and two 

rounds of Periodic Labour Force Surveys, this paper examines the trend, magnitude and 

causes of out-of-labour force (OLF) among the young females in Kerala. Particularly, the 

study tries to determine the factors that deter female entry into the labour force. There is a 

social and economic dimension for the young females falling in the category of OLF in 

Kerala. However, education and marital status remain major factors determining female 

labour force participation. This study, hence, proposes to characterise this phenomenon as 

‘educated out-of-labour force’ among young females in Kerala.

ABSTRACT 

In India, women's demographic and educational status has changed. However, in Indian 

society, women still experience discrimination within and outside the households. Within 

households, the gender division of labour on unpaid domestic works is highly skewed, and 

most household activities are still considered the primary responsibilities of women. The 

findings of the study reveal that in India, gender disparity exists in paid and unpaid 

domestic works, and its intensity is relatively higher in the latter form of activities. The 

gendered division of unpaid domestic works is one of the reasons of interstate difference 

gender disparity reported in India. In an economy, the burden of unpaid domestic works of 

women is influenced by the variables such as the basic characteristics of the population, 

accessibility and utilisation of basic infrastructure, which is closely associated with 

domestic household activities and social norms and patriarchal attitudes prevail in the 

society. In India these factors vary considerably across the states. Thus, women's 

participation and time use on unpaid domestic works also vary across states in India.

ABSTRACT 

The aim of this paper is to examine the level of female workforce participation and quality 

of employment in rural Jharkhand based on primary survey conducted in 1300 households 

spread across 7 districts. The study has used mixed method approach to understand the 

work status and barriers faced by women in accessing quality of employment. Our main 

findings are that rather than geographic factors, female labour force participation varies 

more with social norms, which usually work in tandem with economic position of a 

household as reflected in land and asset holdings. In addition, the cultural norms that 

assign most of the household responsibilities and unpaid work to women prevent them 

from accessing paid work opportunities. We also find that there exists gender wage gap 

both in casual wage and in regular salaried job with women workers at a disadvantage. 

There is a need to design the skilling and employment opportunities for them which will be 
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suitable for the women to balance both paid and domestic work and to close the gender 

gap in wages and salaries.

This study presents a simple analytical 

model in the Post-Keynesian tradition to investigate the linkages between self-

employment, aggregate demand, and unpaid care work by developing a two-sector model. 

It shows that a developmental strategy based on fostering women’s self-employment is 

constrained, on the one hand, by the macroeconomic conditions driving aggregate demand 

and, on the other, by the trade-off between the time allocation between unpaid care and 

paid work that the gendered division of care work responsibilities imposes on the self-

employed woman worker. The promotion of self-employment cannot serve as a viable 

development strategy without policies that directly boost aggregate demand and at the 

same time relieve the burden of care responsibilities on women through public investment 

and social provision of care.

The study also shows that market power dynamics, in conjunction with gender norms, 

perpetuate reliance on women’s provision of unpaid care. The model has important 

implications for policies promoting gender-egalitarian household division of labor and 

affordable access to quality long-term care.

Do parental caregivers bear the entire cost of caregiving? Standard cooperative models of 

the household suggest the welfare burden of care would be distributed across household 

members (for example, husband and wife). This study develops a simple collective model 

of intrahousehold bargaining to analyze the time and resource allocation decisions 

associated with providing unpaid care to an elderly parent. The study argues that if 

bargaining power is endogenously determined or labor markets are rigid, the welfare cost 

of caregiving can fall disproportionately on the woman partner, resulting in a “triple 

burden” of market work, home production, and caregiving, in addition to higher levels of 

unmet care needs. The study provides a numerical example using cross-country European 

data to demonstrate how a decrease in an adult daughter's bargaining power relative to 

her partner can increase her share of the welfare burden and the unmet care needs of her 

parent.

By taking the ‘lived’ experiences 

of major and minor female characters in fiction as case studies, this paper argues that the 

subjectivity of Muslim women is interstitial, rather than exclusively religious or secular. It 

argues that exclusive perspectives restrict and reduce Pakistani Muslim women’s agency 

and that negotiated identity built through performativity somewhere in a third-space is 

more agential, workable and socially accepted. Such negotiated identity can bring about 

transformation in women’s gendered subjectivity. This paper advances feminist discourse

As women across the globe continue to be overburdened with child-care responsibilities 

owing to the closure of institutional child-care facilities due to the COVID-19 pandemic, this 

paper attempts to posit a viable disaster-resilient model through the idea of community-

based care infrastructure. Based on research conducted among parents from low-income 

groups, whose children attended child-care centres run by Sangini Co-operative of Self-

employed women's association (SEWA) in Gujarat in western India, this paper wants to 

highlight the spontaneity with which the Cooperative responded to the pandemic, 

underlining the efficacy of community-based interventions in times of crisis.

ABSTRACT 

Our research on government policy responses to address the increase in women’s unpaid 

care and domestic work during COVID-19, across 59 countries of Asia and the Pacific, shows 

that less than 30 per cent of measures are care-sensitive and of these only 12 per cent are 

gender-differentiated. From this analysis, this paper proposes a care-integral approach to 

ensure gender-transformative outcomes. This approach comprises a unique three-tier 

framework for policy action constituting: (1) seven foundational care normative principles, 

(2) typology of four care-sensitive policy categories, and (3) seven levers of change to guide 

implementation. Together this 7-4-7 framework presents comprehensive strategies for 

policymakers to operationalise the Triple R agenda of ‘Recognise’, ‘Reduce’, and 

‘Redistribute’ unpaid work. Further, this paper makes a unique contribution by redirecting 

attention of the Triple R approach on quantity of care, to make a case for improving the 

overall quality of care.

ABSTRACT  

Studies show that the COVID-19 pandemic and associated restrictions had 

disproportionately negative impacts on the majority of the world’s workers who work 

informally, and on women informal workers in particular. This reflects the interplay 

between the pandemic, existing decent work deficits in informal employment, and 

discriminatory gendered norms within and outside the workplace. Based on a sample of 

1,935 informal workers from a mixed-method longitudinal study across 12 cities in 2020 

and 2021 conducted by Women in Informal Employment: Globalizing and Organizing 

(WIEGO), this article finds that the gendered impacts on informal workers within and 

between occupational sectors observed in the initial three months have persisted over a 

year and half into the pandemic, and explores the reasons for the gender-differentiated 

impacts. It then considers the specific demands made by informal workers to the state, 

highlighting the ways in which sector and gender mediate workers’ policy needs. Finally, it 

provides evidence of the role of member-based organisations of informal workers in 

responding directly to the needs of women workers, and on making claims on the state to 

fulfil these needs.

 Breaking new ground: women’s employment in India’s 

NREGA, the pandemic lifeline,  Written by -  Swati Narayan 

ABSTRACT 

India’s National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (NREGA), in the last 15 years, has 

evolved as the world’s largest employer of the last resort. This social protection, specifically 

designed as a demand-driven automatic employment stabiliser to enable households to 

cope with livelihood shocks, offers 100 days of guaranteed wage employment in a financial 

year to all rural households. The budget for this unique legislative entitlement in a 

developing country was nearly doubled from US$8 billion in 2019–20 to $15 billion in 2020–

21 to partially offset the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic lockdowns. After the first 

pandemic wave, NREGA provided employment to 76 million households – more than a 
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third of all rural Indian families. Even though women have consistently worked more than 

half the NREGA person-days annually, in the midst of the pandemic women’s share of 

employment declined by 2 per cent in 2020–21. However, this may have been a temporary 

decrease due to the unprecedented mass reverse exodus of urban migrants to their rural 

villages.

ABSTRACT 

This article exploits the rollout of the 1997 Basic Education Program in Turkey, a reform 

that extended compulsory school attendance, to estimate the causal effects of education 

on women’s awareness of laws designed to reduce gender inequality and prevent domestic 

violence. The study implements a regression-discontinuity design and finds that the 

additional years of schooling improved women’s legal awareness. Women exposed to the 

education reform were more likely to have heard about the new laws and services through 

newspapers, journals, or books. However, despite these improvements, the study finds no 

evidence of a significant change in the risk of women experiencing domestic violence or 

their ability to quit abusive relationships.

ABSTRACT 

Patrilocal marriage – living in the husband’s natal household – affects Central Asian women 

and their choices in family planning, labor force participation, and human capital 

investment. While anthropological evidence suggests that elder household members play a 

key role in the lives of junior women, empirical studies are scarce. This study uses 

Tajikistan’s 2012 Demographic and Health Survey (TJDHS) to explore the link between 
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domestic violence and the living arrangements of daughters-in-law (DILs). Controlling on 

observables, propensity score matching (PSM) generates a positive treatment effect: 

women living with in-laws are far more likely to experience emotional abuse by their 

husbands. Treatment effects do not emerge between physical violence and in-laws’ 

presence. Results show that these DILs are about 3.6 times more likely than those living in 

nuclear households to experience emotional abuse regardless of the presence of the 

father-in-law, leading to the conclusion that responsibility can be plausibly ascribed to the 

mother-in-law.

ABSTRACT 

The changes to the nature of employment in India are evaluated in the context of 

deregulatory labour reforms. A distinctiveness in the current government’s approach to 

labour (de)regulation is identified, locating it within the longer-term processes of 

informalisation, contractualisation and casualisation of work in the country. Contrary to 

the notions that such reforms create formal employment, they deteriorate the quality of 

jobs, and the nature of employment then being created can only be characterised as semi-

formal. This is seen in the dissolution of the formal–informal binary as informality is 

increasingly incorporated into the formal employment.

ABSTRACT 

The unemployment rate in the country increased sharply to 6.1%, as per the Periodic 

Labour Force Survey 2017–18 data, from 2.2%, based on the National Sample Survey, 68th 

round, 2011–12. A few have raised questions regarding methodological differences, mainly 

concerning the second-stage household sample stratification procedure not adopted in 

proportion to the respective population share. In the PLFS, this stratification is based on 

the number of matriculates per household and, in the NSS 68th round, on the level of per 

capita expenditure. It is found that the results obtained in each of these data sets are 

robust for the strata on the basis of which the surveys were conducted, respectively, and 

hence, both are reliable and comparable.

 Poverty Alleviation and Pro-poor Growth in Odisha - A 

Disaggregate Analysis, Written by -  Priyabrata Sahoo, Asis 

Kumar Senapati 

ABSTRACT 

During the 2000s, Odisha recorded a faster reduction in the poverty ratio than ever before. 

This paper examines the pro-poorness of growth in Odisha and among its regions during 

this time. The pro-poor growth index, poverty equivalent growth, growth incidence curve, 

and poverty decomposition methods have been used to estimate pro-poor growth. The fast 

decline in inequality with the growth in household monthly per capita expenditure resulted 

in a faster reduction in poverty in Odisha. All the regions of rural Odisha and the coastal 

region of urban Odisha recorded a faster decline in poverty during the period of analysis 

and were more pro-poor during the 2000s. The panel regression result shows that the 

districts with high per capita income in the tertiary sector witnessed faster poverty 

reduction, whereas the primary and secondary sector PCI had no significant impact on 

poverty reduction in Odisha.

ABSTRACT 

Children from low-income migrant households are invisible in migration 

discourses. Despite existing provisions under various policies and schemes, access 

to social protection for migrant children has been fragile. Disruptions in education 

and inconsistent access to nutrition and primary healthcare sets them back further 

than non-migrant children from similarly disadvantaged backgrounds. COVID-19 

has underscored that groups like migrants who face specific vulnerabilities are in 

acute need of tailored social protection programmes/measures. Functional 

portability measures that make opportune use of existing provisions in schemes 

are the first step towards this. Building on existing initiatives, policy frameworks 
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must support adaptive social protection responses for this important segment of 

India’s population.

The paper maps the present status of employment opportunities for persons with severity 

of disability with an emphasis on their factors of labour force participation and the 

likelihood of employment in public or private enterprises. The paper employs the two 

latest comparable databases of the National Sample Survey on disability. The findings 

reveal that although the Indian Constitution and legislation have provisions for equal 

rights, disability remains an axis of social discrimination, inequality, and exclusion from 

employment opportunities. The odds of employment in private enterprises are against the 

persons with disabilities.

 Assessing drought-induced temporary migration as an 

adaptation strategy: evidence from rural India,  Written by -

ABSTRACT 

Drought is a regular occurrence in the western part of West Bengal state in Eastern India. 

Here, drought-like ambience ensues during every summer. Summers manifest intensively in 

some years leading to prevalence of drought in this region. Recurring drought has been one 

of the most important reasons forcing the rural people of this region to migrate out and the 

area experiences the highest out migration rate in the state. Most of the migrants seek 

employment in the nearby agriculturally and economically developed districts. The present 

study aims at investigating the importance of migration as a part of their livelihood 

strategy in times of drought. The study is based on information collected from door to door 

survey of migrant households through a structured schedule designed for the purpose. 
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Livelihood threats loom large on the marginal and small landholding households in drought 

years which results in severe crop failures. Members of these households often try to adapt 

to the crisis by resorting to migrate out for a short duration. The study reveals that this 

coping strategy benefits the small land holders to some extent but the poorest continue to 

be extremely vulnerable. Even the institutional level assistance cannot eliminate drought 

vulnerability. The study also reveals that seasonal migration is resorted to as the last 

option as a strategy after exhausting all other possibilities.

 Broken Biographies: framing Migration among Female 

Domestic Workers in India,  Written by -  Nargis Vasundhara 

ABSTRACT 

Domestic work has emerged as a widespread occupation amongst rural women migrating 

to urban cities in India for lucrative employment. Their accommodation is fraught with a 

challenging adjustment to the city as a space which is unfamiliar and isolating. I focus on 

the nature of the city and how migrants re-define it. Through this article I try to delineate 

the interrupted lives, or rather, the broken biography of the female worker as migrations 

from rural to urban areas create socio-cultural disruptions to her story. I postulate this 

disorienting exposure to an unfamiliar urban setting as an important requisite in situating 

her labour in middle/upper-class homes. Paid domestic work has commonly been 

understood as extensions of unpaid housework. She is familiarized into doing tasks by her 

urban employers. This familiarization however, at an ideological level, rhetorically 

questions female domesticity as she is re-trained into gendered roles that society has 

historically believed to be hers. Ethnographic research conducted at 

Jeevanlalbasti/working-class neighbourhood, located in an urban residential area of south 

Delhi, attests to this. Oral history as a methodological tool has allowed this study to 

account for upheavals experienced in social lives and interpret local histories of migrant 

domestic workers.

 Differentiation of femininities in contemporary Kerala: 

evidence from left-behind families of women transmigrant 
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workers,  Written by -  Anamika Ajay 

ABSTRACT 

This article explores a largely understudied aspect of women’s transnational labour 

migration: how localised frameworks of feminine ideals and subjectivities interact with 

women’s migration. It is based on a mixed-methods field research conducted in 2016 in a 

village in Central Kerala with a long history of women’s labour migration.  Analyses 

revealed the emergence of five local categories of feminine subjectivities: the dutiful 

daughters, young educated and typically unmarried women who are considered as  assets 

rather than burdens by their families; the responsible mothers, who  are responsible 

for the social reproduction of dutiful daughters; the flying grandmas, commonly older 

mothers who engage in temporary migration to support the 

transmigrant women with their domestic responsibilities; the defiant wives, mostly 

married women whose autonomous migration is perceived as a transgression of the 

conjugal family ideals even though these families survive on their earnings; and the 

substitute women, typically older women who take over the role of caregivers when 

married women migrate leaving behind their husbands and children.  The paper concludes 

by demonstrating how globalising processes like women’s international labour migration 

interact with localised gender, caste and class structures to produce new and unequal 

categories of femininities.

ABSTRACT 

This study explores the recent trends, state-wise changing patterns and determinants of 

low-skilled emigration from India to Gulf Cooperation Council using both familiar and 

unexplored sources of data. Moreover, it examines the developmental impacts of 

remittances in India at a great detail. We find that Indian diaspora across the globe is on 

the rise, with a shifting destinations from backward Asian regions to relatively advanced 

regions of the North America, Europe and Oceania. In India, when a state is backward in 

terms of development and well-being, it had the tendency to push its labour to the low-
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skilled migration streams, with a tendency to ‘withdraw’ when the state advances further. 

Poverty and unemployment are among the major determinants of the low-skilled 

emigration in India. Although we do not find any direct impact of remittances on growth of 

Gross Domestic Product (GDP), its impact on development and well-being is enormous. As 

overall unemployment is rising, a pro-emigration foreign policy is the immediate need of 

the hour. Moreover, endorsing skill development of youths could sustain overall 

development through increased skilled emigration to the North America, Europe and 

Oceania regions, and consequently increased inflow of remittances in the long run.

 A Dynamic Analysis of Women’s Labour Force Participation 

in Urban India,  written by -  Rahul Menon & Paaritosh Nath 

ABSTRACT 

The introduction of the Periodic Labour Force Survey (PLFS) heralded a methodological 

innovation for the study of Indian labour, allowing the researcher to build panels tracking 

urban individuals over a year. Using two rounds of the PLFS covering the periods 2017–18 

and 2018–19, we construct a pooled panel of urban Indian individuals aged 15–65 and 

focus on women’s experiences in the labour force. We find evidence of low dynamism in 

the Indian economy, with women facing significant difficulties regarding labour force 

participation. While a majority of women remain outside the labour force throughout the 

year, those who do participate face significant disadvantages. Job-finding rates for women 

are half that of men, indicating weak demand for women’s labour in the economy. Women 

face significant exits from both employment and unemployment, with nearly 18% of 

employed women leaving their jobs and moving to non-participation over the year. 

Women’s relative disadvantages persist even when age and education are considered, with 

the lowest job-finding rates seen for young and graduate women, and rates of labour force 

exit much higher than that of men. This paper highlights the importance of looking at 

demand side questions when it comes to examining women’s labour force participation.

ABSTRACT 

This study addresses the question of whether self-identified LGBT status has some power 

to explain differences between the earnings of male LGTB workers and their occupational 

counterpart non-LGBT male workers in the Pakistan labour market. The Pakistan labour 

market is known to be ‘traditional’ in the sense that its operations and the attitudes of 

participants reflect the confluence of various sociological, political, religious, cultural and 

patriarchal systems. However, the quantitative significance, if any, of overt sexual 

orientation and its correlation with earnings remains unclear. This study addresses that 

question. We find that employed male workers in our sample who are known to be (or 

thought by employers to be) members of the LGBT community experience significant 

earnings disadvantages relative to counterpart heterosexual workers.

ABSTRACT 
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Crowdfunding has seen a steep growth in the past decade. The basic principle of 

crowdfunding is fundraising from a large crowd. The political activities of a party or a 

candidate often require funds that are difficult to secure. In the 2008 campaign, Barak 

Obama raised around $500 million through crowdfunding. This study aims to examine the 

role of gender (through political interest, political efficacy, political awareness, and political 

party affiliation) in shaping the intention of people to participate in political crowdfunding 

(PCF) while measuring their level of political engagement. The study collected data from 

374 respondents from India, the most populous democracy in the world. The results 

suggest that political interest and political awareness have a positive relationship with PCF 

participation. The study further reveals that the relationship is stronger in the case of 

women than in the case of men on these two parameters. The study also suggests that 

education can help promote women’s online political participation through crowdfunding. 

The study will be helpful for political parties/candidates and crowdfunding platforms to 

understand the factors that can boost fundraising campaigns through crowdfunding.

ABSTRACT

migrants’ characteristics and sectoral transitions in Kashmir. After locating in-migrants in 

the selected clusters, we randomly selected 253 samples in a 70:30 urban–rural ratio. The 

IV-Probit is used to identify the features of short-term migration to the valley. Results 

reveal that short-term migrants are primarily absorbed in construction. In addition, most 

in-migrants are unskilled and come from marginalised communities. This study contributes 

to the knowledge on migration in a developing nation like India, particularly in Kashmir. In 

addition to temporarily increasing the urban inflow, short-term labour migration may assist 

the family left behind by remitting revenue. Hence, these results are critical for 

policymaking regarding mobility, urban development and the expanding construction 

sector.

Recent high-

frequency data shows that COVID-19-induced lockdowns have had a disproportionate impact on women’s 

employment. Women bore the immediate impact of lockdowns, with 37.1% losing jobs (versus 27.7% men) 

in April 2020 and forming 73% of job losses in April 2021. Employment recovery has been slower for women. 

Prevailing sociocultural factors such as the increased burden of unpaid domestic work, gender digital 

divides, mobility restrictions, and the lack of institutional support at workplaces are discouraging women’s 

return to work. Even in January 2022, women’s labour force is 9.4% lower than January 2020 versus 1.6% for 

men. In this scenario, governments can support through gender-sensitive job-creation plans to expand 

women’s employment in the public and micro, small and medium enterprise sectors, and incentivise 

women’s entrepreneurship.

The latest round of the Situation Assessment Survey of Agricultural Households is used to calculate income 

poverty instead of commenting on consumption poverty across non-comparable data sets. Using three 

different poverty lines, it is demonstrated that at least 21.1% of agricultural households are extremely 

income poor. Though the so-called “Great Indian Poverty Debate 2.0,” with statistical assumptions on 

consumption distribution or relative prices, may provide certain estimates of poverty, those seem to be 

disproportionate to the actualities of the extremely poor in recent times.

ABSTRACT 

Women in rural India are largely concentrated in agriculture. Most women workers are either working as 

unpaid labour on their family farms or are landless workers working for wages on others’ farms. However, in 

recent years, we see deagrarianization at the household level in terms of a decrease in the proportion of 

households that earn their primary income from agriculture as well as the withdrawal of women from 

agriculture. These patterns have mostly been studied concerning the mechanization of agriculture. In the 

larger history of development, reallocation of resources from agriculture to other productive sectors is usual 

although the exact mechanics have varied across time and space based on the context. However, the gender 

dimensions of such processes have not been studied. In this paper, we use the India Human Development 

Survey (IHDS 2004/2005 and IHDS 2011–2012), the only available pan-India panel data set to first map the 

change in female workforce participation outcomes as the households undergo deagrarianization, focusing 

on alternative trajectories of women either moving out of the workforce or transitioning to non-agricultural 

occupations.

ABSTRACT 

Indian economy is categorized as one of the fastest growing advancing economies. Much of the growth has 

been attributed to the industrialization process post-independence especially after economic reforms of 
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1990s. However, the formal industrial sector has been unable to absorb the growing labor force and thus 

majority of labor force have been forced to derive and find self-employment options in the informal sector. 

The current study is an attempt to analyze the Indian industry in light of this formal and informal 

bifurcation. Using the stochastic frontier analysis, the production functions are validated and technical 

efficiency (TE) is predicted. The study reveals that the formal industrial sector in India is relatively efficient. 

However, the informal sector, apart from absorbing higher number of labor force, is performing better than 

dictated by hitherto classic theoretic predictions. The study also analyzes the factors influencing the TE of 

the formal and informal sectors. The study concludes that the formal and informal sectors mutually 

reinforce the industrial growth in India, have positive linkages and contribute efficaciously to economic 

outcomes like output and employment.

There is a gender wage gap (men earning more than women) in labour market of most countries, to varying 

degrees, is widely recognised in relevant literature. In this backdrop, the findings of the ILO study (ILO 2018), 

based on an analysis of cross-country data, showing Bangladesh as an outlier in this regard, calls for an 

explanation and indepth investigation. Based on Bangladesh labour force data, the ILO report found factor-

weighted hourly wage in Bangladesh to be 5.0% more for women compared to that of men. This counter-

intuitive presence of reverse gender wage gap is a departure from results derived for all other countries in 

the sample of 60 countries. The study examines why the ILO results are what they are, what are the reasons 

that have informed the ILO findings and whether a different (improved) methodology would give other 

results. The study undertakes a re-estimation of gender wage gap in Bangladesh by changing the 

specifications in the ILO study, by deploying human capital, wage discrimination and segmented labour 

market theories and quantile regression.

(online beauty and home services platform) in New Delhi to hike their commission 

percentage amid the pandemic. We identify that the gendered labour's positions of 

vulnerabilities in DLPs are informed by the false promise of flexibility, algorithmic 

insecurity, lack of safety and security, and high dependence of workers on the platform.

The platform economy is conquering the domestic work and home care sector in countries 

of the global North as a response to the scarcity of affordable quality care services. Based 

on in-depth interviews with workers, firms and stakeholders, the objective of our study is 

to unravel the new mechanisms of exploitation and invisibility of this reproductive work, 

carried out mainly by migrant women from the Global south. This article deploys a feminist 

political economy approach to assess the new inequalities created by the intrusion of 

platform capitalism in the social reproduction sphere. Our study shows how the platform 

labour model fits perfectly in an informal and devalued care sector with a large labour 

supply composed of migrant women from the global South. Digital platforms take 
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advantage of inequalities of gender, race, and immigration status to access a precarious 

workforce. The low reservation wage and lack of agency of migrant women, who are 

denied access to other sources of income and formal employment, act as key elements in 

the advancement of the mechanisms of exploitation and exclusion. Though care platforms 

facilitate access to work by migrant women, their working conditions are characteried by 

precarity, lack of access to social protection and unemployment benefits.

ABSTRACT 

Demonetisation of the Indian economy in 2016 facilitated significant changes in the 

lifestyle of people, particularly in adoption of digital transactions in everyday life. While 

there have been studies on mobile phones and the digital divide even prior to 

demonetisation, the growing gender disparity in the use of new technologies for secure 

payment via UPI (Unified Payment Interface) methods remains largely unexplored. 

Therefore, this paper explores the impact of new payment methods through digital means 

on street vendors in local markets through an ethnographic study based on narratives, 

unstructured interviews, and general observation. The study focuses on Assam while 

bringing out the larger socioeconomic context of the digital discrimination within the 

country. It locates how the government’s drive for digital economy post-demonetisation 

exacerbated the gender gap in access to technology in informal markets. The article 

observes how men use mobile phones and technology to sell their commodities while 

women vendors lag behind in ownership, usage, or access to such technology due to social 

norms and expectations. Subsequently, the study brings about the narratives on how 

women negotiate through such constraints to build their social ‘agency’ and identity in the 

market at both individual and collective level.

Today, beedi manufacturing is a traditional and largely home-based industry 

in India in which 98 per cent of beedi workers are females. This article attempts to capture 

the accessibility of labour welfare programmes by female beedi workers in the Cooch Behar 

district of West Bengal. As a welfare state, the Government of India, along with the state 

government of West Bengal, has enacted several welfare schemes to protect the basic 

social needs of these women workers. But their backwardness, illiteracy combined with 

poverty, and a lack of administrative transparency appear to be major constraints in female 

beedi workers having any access to welfare programmes.
