ABSTRACT

The majority of sex workers are mothers. Although participation in sex work
is primarily driven by the prioritization of their children’s needs over their
own, mothers are stigmatized, subject to poorer health, and lack access to
quality health care and social services. Interviews with 25 mothers in
Mumbai, India, were analyzed using theory-driven coding to reexamine
participation in sex work in context of Gilligan’s three-stage ethic of care, a
feminist theory of moral reasoning.

ABSTRACT

The aim of this study is to explore the ways in which community-led
structural interventions (CLSI) shape the mothering experiences of sex
workers. In-depth semistructured interviews were conducted with 40 sex
worker mothers from Kolkata, India. Participants were recruited from Durbar
Mahila Samanwaya Committee (DMSC), a CLSI. Elements of constructivist
grounded theory were employed. Results revealed DMSC mobilization
(re)shaped mothering for female sex workers through (a) the subjective

reorientation about establishing sex work as legitimate labor and disclosing
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sex worker identity and (b) access to material resources such as safe
spaces, childcare networks, and educational opportunities. CLSI have the

ABSTRACT

Arguments for the expansion of formal schooling have long focused on
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individual outcomes from schooling, including increasing income, reducing
poverty, delaying marriage, and improving health, particularly for girls and
women.

A large
body of research analyzes girls’ individual empowerment from schooling,
but less attention is given to how schooling is creating change in families
and communities, particularly for lowered-caste girls in India.
