In urban areas, the infant mortality rate stagnated at
23 deaths per 1,000 births between 2016 and 2018. Worse, overall infant
mortality increased in the poorer states of Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Madhya
Pradesh, and Uttar Pradesh.
