Prevention and control of diseases are neglected cost-effective measures
with a long-term advantage. There is an urgency to focus on preventing
tobacco use, the single largest preventable risk factor for non-
communicable diseases.

The segregation was given a concrete
form with the creation of penal settlements by the colonial government. The
communities brought under the provisions of the CTA are now known as
Denotified and Nomadic Tribes, not to be mistaken with adivasis.

However,
the provisions of laws made towards this objective, such as the Unlawful
