ABSTRACT

Domestic work is a highly feminized sector of work in Bangladesh, where
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women from poor neighborhoods of Dhaka city are found laboring for very
low wages, without legal or social protection. Such work remains
unrecognized and invisible, although it has been done for generations. Over
the years, mobilization of domestic workers (DWs) by the National Domestic
Women Workers Union (NDWWU) has helped to develop the leadership and
negotiation capacities of its members, resulting in some improvement in
their working conditions.

The
results show robust evidence that a one-year delay in women’s marriage
causes a significant decline in physical violence, although it has no impact
on sexual or emotional violence.

because older brides, as compared to younger brides, are more educated
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and are married to more educated men. Overall, the findings underscore the
