ABSTRACT 

Women‟s participation in higher education is an important pathway towards 

gender equality in economy and society. This article examines their 

participation levels in higher education across major Indian states and 

explores the underlying factors in the disparity between states. It employs 

two indicators, namely, Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER) of Females and 

Gender Parity Index (GPI) to measure the absolute and relative participation 

of women in the higher education, from 2011 to 2019. The comparative 

statistical analysis of these parameters for the 16 major states shows that 

they perform poorly in postgraduation and technical education courses. 

However, they are better placed in GPI at undergraduation level. Further, 

they appear to be moving towards gender parity with recent increases in 

enrolment of girls in higher education. On the basis of fixed-effect panel 
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data regression, it is found that significant share of female teachers, higher 

per capita state domestic product (a proxy for per-capita income) and 

availability of colleges and girls‟ hostels are playing important roles to 

contributing to the GER of females and GPI in higher education in India.

ABSTRACT 

This article attempts to measure employment vulnerability among women 

workers in Uttar Pradesh by constructing a multidimensional vulnerability 

index (MVI). The index is based on 23 dichotomous (binary) variables 

corresponding to various dimensions of vulnerability related to 

employment. A composite index of vulnerability is developed for each 

occupational category, sector of employment and gender. Here, MVI is the 

average of five indices which are computed for the respective dimensions of 

employment vulnerability. The findings suggest high levels of vulnerability 

among informal workers with the MVI values ranging from 0.087 (low) to 

0.783 (high).

ABSTRACT 

Being from backward castes, classes and Muslims in India has an economic 

cost associated with the nature of institutional discrimination.

We find that 

discrimination is evident in the socio-religious earnings gaps. While the 

parametric decompositions suggest that most of these gaps are due to 

differential human capital endowment, the nonparametric method almost 

evenly attributes inequality to discrimination and endowment. The results 

presented in this study suggest that discrimination against Scheduled 

Castes and Scheduled Tribes, Muslims and Other Backward Classes should 

be included in policy designs to promote equity in the Indian labour market.
